The vertical baling press V-Press 610
eco by HSM has been in use since
2010 to easily and correctly separate
packaging material as well as plastic
bottles and aluminium cans. It eco-
nomically reduces the volume of the
material to be compressed and
compacts bales with a weight of up to
100 kg, depending on the material.
Annually, about 70 tonnes of card-
board, 500 kg of aluminium cans and
1 tonne of plastic bottles and films are
compressed into bales.
